pruning and removal. Council will apply
a more common-sense approach to tree
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management, prioritising the safety of
residents and their property.

Finally, I would like to thank Strathfield
Golf Club for bestowing me with the
honour of becoming the Patron of their
Club. The Club is a great meeting place for
our community and also plays a key role in
conserving the biodiversity of their part of
the Cooks River.
